Dear Constable Parker,

  First, I apologize for sending this fax a day late.  After some consideration, I thought it best that I first attempt to reach my source so that I could ask him for his permission to send you only the text of the body of his July 26, 2008 e-mail to me.  I’d concluded that this approach would be the ethical way to address your request.

  In my September 10 e-mail to the source, I also informed him that I had spoken to you without mentioning his name or contact information.  I relayed your request of this source that he contact you.  My e-mail to the source provided him with your name and phone number.

  I have not heard back from the source.  Perhaps he has contacted you.  

  Because I have not yet received the source’s permission to send you the text of the body (sans identifying information) of his e-mail to me, I’ve decided to simply provide you with a bullet-point listing of the information he shared with me in that July 26 e-mail.

   With this approach, I feel I am protecting the source and assisting you with your very important job.

Here, then, are the bullet-points from the source’s July 26, 2008 e-mail to me:

· Source explains that Chad Davis went missing in February

· Source says he “heard” that someone named Corey Temptation from Lac Du Bonnet area owed him (I presume this means Davis) a large a large amount of money and told him (again, I presume “him” refers to Davis) that he (I presume this means Temptation) wanted to meet Davis so that he could make payment to Davis on a large debt believed to be about $30 thousand.  Source says he also heard that in addition to paying-off debt, Temptation also led Davis to believe that he wanted to buy “more drugs” from Davis.  

· Source says Davis “left in a cab to go meet him,” apparently leaving his wallet, money, cell phone and identification at the hotel he (Davis) had been staying at.

· Source says “he” (presumably Davis) had recently been granted bail regarding cocaine trafficking charges.  Source expresses that this is why he (source) doesn’t think Davis’s “disappearance” was taken “too seriously” by police.  

· Source goes on to write that many people thought Davis was hiding or had left town to avoid jail time.

· Next, source writes, “…the thing about Chad, he was a pretty boy who shaved his legs and plucked his eyebrows and had a real ‘hard’ time in jail, didn’t eat and lost alot of weight.”

· Source concludes body of text in e-mail to me by writing that Corey Temptation has lost a lot of weight since Davis’s disappearance and claims that Temptation is refusing to talk to police.

· Source writes a brief “ps” before his name appears at conclusion of e-mail: The “ps” is immediately followed by a single sentence in which the source states that he had “an eeery feeling” that the body found in the barrel would turn out to be Davis.

  The above bullet points represent a blow-by-blow account of the source’s e-mail to me.  I have left out nothing.

  I do hope this information will assist you in your investigation.  Better yet, it is my hope that my source has already contacted you and is proving to be helpful.

  Finally I also hope that you will eventually let me know if the information provided by me proves helpful to your investigation on the Chad Davis matter.  At the appropriate time, of course.
